Key messages

In order to do well in Question 1, candidates need to:

e  Write their answers in their own words unless the question requires a direct quotation from the passage.

e Write concise answers.

¢ Read the questions very carefully before starting to answer and ensure that they are answering the
precise guestion asked.

e Remember that if two marks are available for a question, then they will need to provide two points in
their answer in order to have access to full marks for that question.

In order to do well in Question 2, candidates need to:

e  Ensure that their summary contains only information drawn from the two passages and does not reflect
their own thoughts, experiences or feelings.

e Remember that the summary does not have to follow the order of the two passages, as long as it is
coherent, well-organised and contains sentences and paragraphs which are linked together.

e Adhere to the word limit given in the question.

o  Ensure that their work is presented legibly.

Candidates should ensure that they plan their time during the examination in order to allow themselves

sufficient time at the end to check their work. As well as marks for Reading, marks for Writing are awarded
for this paper, so candidates should remember to check their grammar, spelling and punctuation carefully.

General comments

This question paper consisted of two passages linked by a common theme. The common theme of the two
passages this year was ‘Agriculture,” and they provided details about the development of agriculture. Overall,
candidates seemed to engage well with the content, and many performed well on this paper.

Comments on specific questions

Question 1

Question 1 is divided into a series of sub-questions which require answers of various lengths. The sub-
questions are based on Passage 1 and test the candidates’ ability to:

Understand and collate explicit meanings

Understand, explain and collate implicit meanings and attitudes
Select, analyse and evaluate what is relevant to specific purposes
Understand how writers achieve effects

There are 20 marks available for Reading and 5 marks available for Writing. In Writing, candidates are
assessed on their ability to make accurate and effective use of paragraphs, grammatical structures,
sentences, punctuation and spelling. In order to do well in Question 1, candidates need to remember that
the answers to the sub-questions are always found in Passage 1. With the exception of any synoptic
guestions where answers may be gathered from anywhere in the text, the sub-questions are posed in the
order that the answers appear in the passage. Candidates must not refer to their own previous experience or
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knowledge about the topic of the text: they are required to answer the precise questions asked using
information drawn from the passage.

€) This question was answered correctly by most candidates. Only a few candidates lost marks due to
not providing examples.

(b) This question was answered correctly by most candidates. Some candidates were not awarded
marks because they gave a general definition of archaeology rather than the information given in
the text. Candidates should evaluate the information provided in the text while answering the

questions.
(c) The majority of candidates answered this question correctly.
(d) This question was answered correctly by most of the candidates. Some candidates lost marks

because instead of writing agriculture started when people began to grow plants that naturally grow
in their environment, they wrote about how the seeds were sown.

(e) The majority of candidates answered this question correctly and in detail.

H Most candidates answered this question correctly. Some candidates gave three details when they
were not required to do so.

(9) This question was generally answered well. In response, some of the candidates chose to explain
how crop rotation (alternation) is done rather than the purpose of the crop rotation.

It is recommended that the candidates understand the question well before they respond.

(h) The majority of candidates answered this question correctly. Those who gave why people settled
near the water resources as an answer were not awarded any marks.

() Most of the candidates answered this question. Those who did not realise that Hammurabi gave
great importance to the water business because he left the water works to the state enterprise, and
they lost points.

()] Those who gave only ‘sulphur and biocides’ as an answer to this question received only 1 point.
Because ‘animals that are the natural enemies of insects’ was the second detail of the answer.

(k) Most candidates answered this question correctly. Some candidates wrote that they were ‘cheap’.
As a second detail, some candidates responded that the population increased, and some
responded that production of the products were quicker. Both were accepted as correct.

() Some candidates only wrote how green manure is produced and used but did not address the
difference between the use of natural or synthetic manure and lost marks.

(m) This question was answered correctly by many candidates. The most chosen and corrected
mistake is ‘Chemical fertiliser and biocides were used in accordance with the prescribed dosage’.

(n) Candidates gave various answers to this question, such as the use of artificial biocides, the start of
the green revolution, and the use of green fertilisation. They explained that these successes reflect
people’s ability to produce solutions, being hard-working and determined.

Those candidates who constructed accurate sentences and used a good range of appropriate
vocabulary when presenting their answers gained good marks for Writing.

Question 2
For this question, candidates are required to write a summary of 200—250 words based on both Passage 1
and Passage 2. There are 15 marks available for Reading, with one mark awarded for each relevant point

extracted from the passages.

When tackling this question, candidates needed to refer to both passages provided in the question paper,
select relevant information from them, and present this information in a concise and focused summary.
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In order to have access to the full 15 marks for Reading, candidates needed to ensure that they selected at
least 15 important pieces of information from the passages.

When writing their summary, candidates need to avoid introducing sentences with phrases such as ‘Passage
1 says...’ or ‘It is mentioned in Passage 2...” Such phrases are inappropriate when writing a summary and
they use up words unnecessarily.

In total, there are 25 marks available for Question 2. In order to have access to the full 10 marks for Writing,
candidates needed to show that they could:

Order and present facts, ideas and opinions.

Understand and use a range of appropriate vocabulary.

Use language and register appropriate to audience and context.

Make accurate and effective use of paragraphs, grammatical structures, sentences, punctuation and
spelling.

Many candidates demonstrated an understanding of the rules of summary writing and were able to select the
relevant ideas and information from both passages, linking them to form an original piece of writing. Some
candidates were either unfamiliar with the format of the examination or did not read the question carefully
enough and wrote a summary about the history of the agriculture.

Candidates are advised to read the question carefully and write concisely, keeping closely to the focus of the
question.

Writing

Key messages

There are two sections in this paper and four titles in each section. In Section 1 there are two argumentative
and two discursive essay titles. Section 2 has two descriptive and two narrative essays. Candidates are
required to choose one title from each section and write two essays. All compositions require 350-500
words. Reading all four alternatives carefully in each section is very important. This enables candidates to
choose the titles which will work best for them. Each title makes clear whether the response will be an
argument, a discursive essay, a description or a story. Section 1 titles require a formal style which involves
avoiding colloquial or slang terms whereas descriptive or narrative texts of Section 2 require less formal,
often creative language.

Finally, writing a plan is a good way to ensure that the most suitable title is chosen. Some titles may sound
appealing but the candidate’s repertoire for that specific topic may not be enough to produce a text at the
required length. If the composition is too short there will not be enough well-defined, well-developed
arguments/ideas/images/narrative detail required for top marks. To help organise thoughts into coherent
paragraphs, candidates are advised to stay on topic in each paragraph and avoid repetition.

Section 1

Argumentative essays expect the writer to support a specific opinion, thesis or statement, presented in the
title. Opposing opinions can be discussed but the main target of the essay is to persuade the reader to agree
with the author’s claim. There is more about the thoughts and ideas of the person writing in argumentative
essays, compared to discursive essays.

Discursive essays expect the writer to discuss both sides of an argument. The composition does not aim to
prove a point but give a balanced view of both sides of the topic. To write an effective argumentative or
discursive essay, candidates should support and justify their claims and provide evidence. For example, if a
candidate claims that unless everybody becomes vegan by 2030 our world will not be a habitable place
anymore, they must explain how the present state of affairs justifies their claim and how veganism can
change the course of events. Candidates are advised to use signposting words like ‘firstly’, ‘secondly’,
finally’, ‘in conclusion’, to prepare the reader for what is coming; and ‘in addition’, ‘what is more’, ‘another
point’, ‘besides’, ‘also’ if they will be giving another example to support a previously presented view.

Section 2
The key issue in Section 2 is to remember the difference between descriptive and narrative essays.

Descriptive essays are like painting a picture while adding sound, smell and feelings to it, in order to help the
reader visualise what is being described. So, the essay aims not only to create a clear image but also evoke
emotions, perhaps even memories and create an atmosphere. Narrative topics may sound easy to write but
candidates should remember that, without a clear structure, it is difficult to write a good story. A simple
narrative with a beginning, middle and end will not result in the award of a good mark. In narrative essays,
the aim is to capture the interest of the reader. Description can be used to make the story more vivid, but a
good story also needs to have a plot, characters, a setting, a climax, and a conclusion.

General comments

This year, many candidates referred to quotations from famous people. Some of these quotes effectively
supported their arguments or summarised opinions well. However, other quotations from famous people did
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not blend well with the rest of the essay. In such cases, the quotation did not enhance the argument but
seemed more like an attempt to increase the word count to meet the required length.

In some papers, poor handwriting was a serious obstacle to achieving high marks, as parts of the response
were completely illegible.

Comments on specific questions

Question 1

(a) ‘By 2030 everybody must be vegan, otherwise life on earth cannot be sustained.’ Write
whether you agree with this statement or not, justifying your opinions.

This was the third most popular topic. The essays of both those who agreed and disagreed with the
statement showed that candidates had read the title carefully and chosen the best topic for them.
Most candidates began their argument by defining the term ‘vegan’, other main diet types, what
they eat, what they reject to eat, etc. This is a good way to begin the essay, as it shows the reader
that the writer understands the topic. Those who supported a vegan diet explained how it
contributes to the sustainability of life on earth, how meat eating increases global warming through
methane from cattle, and how cow farmers cause an increase in the amount of carbon dioxide by
cutting down forests to create grazing pastures. They also added that veganism aims to reduce
animal suffering by excluding any products made from animals.

Those who did not agree with the topic statement claimed that the meat of hunted animals was the
main source of food for human beings until they learned how to cultivate edible plants. They made
the point that the human body is built to digest animal products and that a vegan diet which is
made up of plant-based foods, does not provide enough protein for the human body. Some argued
that plant-based agriculture requires more land to grow vegetables and grains which means more
forests will be cut down and that a vegan diet leads to increased use of fertilizers which harms both
soil and water resources.

Many candidates in this group also suggested other ways of contributing to sustainability. The best
responses were those where the candidate went a step further and considered, for example, the
impact of veganism or meat-eating on the market for producers, workers and consumers.

(b) Thanks to social media, we learn about what is happening at the other end of the world
instantly. What are the positive and negative aspects of this situation?

This topic was the second most popular in this section. Unfortunately, many candidates chose it
without reading the question carefully. The question was limited to one aspect of social media only;
its ability to enable us to be informed about any event happening in any corner of the world
instantly.

Those who chose this topic with due consideration successfully discussed the positive and
negative aspects of the issue, giving good examples. Among the positive aspects, they noted that
social media allows people to learn about international competitions they wish to join, that the rapid
spread of news gives authorities time to respond to potential dangers, and that, in cases where
help is needed, this speed aids in organising assistance. The 6 February 2023 earthquake in
Turkiye was a common example used to show the advantage of instant social media coverage.
Candidates explained how it helped the survivors of the earthquake in informing the world about
what was needed in the disaster area and for those who wanted to help and how it enabled them to
organise humanitarian aid from all over the world. The Covid pandemic was another common
example given. Some argued that instant social media coverage enabled people all around the
world to take urgent measures in time to prevent the spread of the disease and start developing
medicine and vaccines to protect themselves, which saved millions of lives. As to the negative
aspects, candidates explained how the spreading of unfounded rumours or stories (‘fake news’)
can lead to hostile actions between people, groups or even countries in no time, before the real
truth is revealed.

Those who did not read the question carefully wrote all the positive and negative aspects of social
media which did not produce a competent response to this question.
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(c) Write about the positive and negative aspects of wearing uniform in school.

Around 39 per cent of candidates selected this question. As it was a discussion topic, all
candidates stated both positive and negative aspects of having to wear a uniform at school.

The following are the most common arguments candidates presented in favour of uniforms.
Wearing a uniform at school fosters a sense of discipline and responsibility, prepares students for
future jobs that require uniforms, and eliminates peer pressure to wear specific fashion styles and
brands. Some argued that uniforms conceal differences in the social and financial background of
students, promote a sense of equality and of being part of a respected community. In social events
and sport competitions, some argued, sharing a uniform encourages solidarity among students.
Other ideas included that uniforms save time in the morning since students do not need to decide
what to wear, help identify children in crowded places during school trips, and ensure that anyone
not in uniform on school grounds can be easily identified as an outsider, which is important for
security. Additionally, without uniforms, some students might come to school wearing clothing that
could distract others. Some candidates suggested that prestigious schools favour uniforms as a
way to promote their institution.

The most common arguments against wearing school uniforms were that they are often sold by the
school and can be quite expensive. Since uniforms are worn five days a week, families typically
need to buy at least two full sets. This is a problem as there are families who can hardly afford one.
Students who believe the style of the uniform does not suit them may develop an inferiority
complex which is bad for their self-confidence. Because of the poor quality of the fabric, pupils
perspire, or the uniform may not be fit for all seasons and cause them to feel uncomfortable. In
both cases, this discomfort can negatively affect students’ ability to learn. Some students may see
themselves as robots or clones, as if they have no identity of their own because everyone looks the
same. Young people do not like to be in places where there are too many rules and uniforms are a
part of this atmosphere which may encourage them to stay at home. Uniforms can restrict students
from expressing their creativity and individuality. Additionally, uniforms at some private schools are
seen as status symbols, making others feel inferior.

(d) Places of archaeological value like Zeugma and Hasankeyf are flooded by the waters of a
dam built in the region. Which do you think is more precious, dams or cultural values?
Justify your answer.

Here are some of the arguments used in favour of cultural values being more important. Unearthing
the past, as carried out in archaeological sites, casts a light on the present and future. It reveals
details about how people in the region lived long ago—how they fed themselves, treated illnesses,
and what tools and equipment they used. These findings can help us understand current problems
and may even offer clues to solving them. This work can lead to new discoveries like finding out
about the existence of a hidden treasure like a mine which has been totally forgotten. Sometimes
they lead archaeologists to other archaeological sites which sheds light on another point in the
history of that region. In fact, the findings of all archaeological sites put together are like a diary of a
country, region or sometimes, as in the case of Gobeklitepe in Turkiye, the whole world, as
Gobeklitepe changed what we thought we know about human history. ‘Archaeological studies start
with predictions but gradually turn into knowledge’ was one interesting statement made. The other
argument in favour of preserving cultural values through archaeological sites was that they promote
tourism which means a source of income for the present people of the region, income for the state
and a contribution to the recognition of the country.

Those who argued that dams are more important than archaeological sites claimed they are
necessary to prevent floods. Without dams, many gardens, vineyards, fields, and homes would be
flooded, leading to income loss for many and a threat to food production. The energy produced by
dams is renewable and clean energy and the surplus is exported which means income for the
state. Archaeology is about the past, the life of people who passed away a long time ago, but dams
are about living people, their present life and future.

Section 2

(a) Imagine you moved to a habitable planet. Describe what you heard, saw and felt on that
planet.
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This was the least popular topic in Section 2. Some of those who chose this topic started by
summarising the condition of ‘our planet which we have exhausted’. Some added the description of
the spacecraft and their attire in it, which is acceptable as long as it does not turn into a narrative of
the journey. When describing the planet some referred to the duration of daylight, seasons, how
cold or hot it is compared to our world, explaining why, because of the presence or absence of a
satellite planet, or distance of other planets and stars around. They described the habitat, animals
and plants using colours and sounds and underlining the similarities and differences with the earth.
They described the daily life of locals and themselves. Those who read the title carefully referred to
the feelings the new planet evoked in them and their longing for the good old days on earth. A few
candidates, confusing it with a narrative, wrote about the chain of events from take-off to landing
and their first experiences.

(b) Imagine you visited a palace and met the king or queen. Describe the surroundings, all the
colours, sounds and scents and the feelings they evoke.

Some candidates who chose this topic seemed to have overlooked that it was a descriptive task.
Instead, they mostly emphasised the story of how or why they were invited to the palace. Their
essays included some description of the palace and the queen or the king, but it was mainly a
narrative essay. On the other hand, there were many good essays which started with the
description of the huge gates leading to the royal gardens, the colours, smells of all the flowers, the
sound of the birds, and the pools, sprinklers and inside the palace, huge stairs, portraits of the
ancestors of the royal family on the walls, how they were dressed, and a description of colourful
tables covered with desserts and fruits. They also referred to the feelings this environment evoked
in them, some in awe, some negative as they did not really approve of this luxury. In both cases,
the quality and scope of the description in their essays were what earned them marks.

(c) You are invited to a friend’s birthday party, but you do not know anyone except your friend.
Narrate the story of the party from beginning to end.

This topic seemed to have triggered many memories for candidates, and their responses reflected
these with rich details. Generally, candidates started by providing detailed information about how
they prepared for the party, what they wore, the present they bought for the birthday, and their
apprehensions. Some returned home broken-hearted, narrating the day in detail, and explaining
why. Others enjoyed the party, made new friends, and did not even realise when the party ended.

(d) ‘It proved to be the best decision | ever made!’ Write a story in which this sentence is used.

This was the most popular topic in Section 2. In general, it was a good choice for those who had
chosen this topic consciously. The responses mostly started with sentences similar to the following.
‘The only way to realise how one’s life can turn upside down any moment is to live such an
experience’, ‘How important it is to realise that every decision can lead to unexpected
developments.” There were some fantastic stories and some very worldly ones like ‘who to choose
as a friend’, deciding not to board the plane when staff refused to take the cat for which he had a
ticket and then hearing that the plane had crashed (passengers were saved); instead of ignoring
the young man who was soaked to the skin under heavy rain waiting for the bus, deciding to invite
him in and offering him a cup of coffee and then witnessing a car crashing into the bus stop where
the young man was waiting a few minutes before, and together then saving the driver of the
crashed car, thus saving two lives.

In most stories, the writing was orderly, and the language reflected what is expected for Section 2
titles.

Amag bir
g6rasin, tezin vb. dogrulugunu ispat etmek degil, konuyla ilgili farkli yaklagimlari, tarafsiz bir tutumla ortaya
koymaktir.

Ornegin eger ‘2030 yilina kadar
herkesin vegan olmasi gerekiyor, aksi takdirde diinyada yasam surdulrtlemez.’ ifadesine katiliyorsaniz,
glnumizdeki sartlarin bu savi nasil hakh ¢ikardigini ve veganhgin bu gidisati nasil degistirebilecegini
actklamaniz gerekir.

e Ik olarak, ikinci olarak, son olarak gibi ifadeler okura metinde bundan sonra ne gelecegini gosterir;
ayrica, Ustelik bir baska gibi ifadeler, daha dnce belirtiimis olan bir gértstin yeni bir érnekle
destekleyecegdine isaret eder. Bunlar gibi, isaret levhasi gérevini yapan ifadeler kullanarak okur
yonlendirilmelidir.

B6lim 2

Bu bolumdeki en 6nemli konu betimleme ile dykileme metinleri arasindaki farki hatirlamaktir.

Betimleme konular bir resim yapip ona ses, koku ve duygular eklemeye benzer. Bunlar, betimlenenin
okurun zihninde canlanmasini saglar. Yani betimlemenin hedefi yalnizca net bir gériintl degil, duygular hatta

belki anilar uyandirmak ve bir atmosfer yaratmaktir.

Oykiileme konulari kolay gozukebilir ancak akilda hikayenin net bir cergevesi yoksa iyi bir hikaye yazmak
mumkin degildir. lyi bir not almak igin giris, gelisme ve sonug bélimi olan bir metinden fazlasi gerekir.
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Oykilleme metinlerinde amag okurun ilgisini uyandirmaktir. Oykiyi canlandirmak igin betimleme

kullanilabilir ancak iyi bir 6yklde bir olay drgisu, kisiler, olaylarin yagsandigi yer, mekan, bir diigiim
noktasi ve sonuc olmalidir.

Genel Yorumlar

Bu yil birgok aday metinlerinde Unlu kisilerin sézlerine yer verdi. Bunlardan bazilarinda o tnlindn sézu
metinde savunulan tezi gergekten destekliyor ya da bir goriusi etkin bir bicimde 6zetliyordu. Ancak bu
sOzlerin bazilar metninle uyum iginde degildi. BOyle durumlarda bu tir alintilar, bir gérisu, savi
gugclendirmek yerine gereken sézcuk sayisina ulasmak igin basvurulan bir yéntem izlenimini veriyordu.

Bazi kagitlarda el yazisi iyi bir not alabilmeyi engelleyecek kadar okunaksizdi.

Sorularla ilgili yorumlar

Bolum 1

(a) 2030 yilina kadar herkesin vegan olmasi gerekiyor. Aksi takdirde diinyada yagam
siirdiirilemez.’ Bu ifadeye katilip katilmadiginizi gerekgeleriyle anlatiniz.

Bu baslik tercih sirasinda 3. idi. ileri siiriilen gériise katilanlar da katiimayanlar da metinlerinde,
secgenekleri dikkatle okuduklarini ve kendilerine en uygun konuyu segtiklerini kanithyorlardi (Temel
Mesajlar 3). Cogu, yazisina “vegan” terimini, diger belli bagli diyet tiplerini, onlarin neleri yiyip neleri
yemeyi reddettigini acgiklayarak baglamisti. Bu, metnin sahibinin konuyu iyi bildigini gdstermesi
bakiminda iyi bir yaklasimdir. Vegan diyeti destekleyenler, et yemenin, surllerin Urettigi metan gazi
nedeniyle kiresel isinmayi artirdigini, hayvan yetistirenlerin daha gok otlak agmak i¢in ormanlari
yok ederek karbondioksitin artmasina neden olduklarini dile getirmiglerdi. Ayrica yine birgogu
veganligin bir amacinin da hayvanlarin aci gekmesini engellemek oldugunu yazmislardi.

Basliktaki ifadeye katilmayanlar ise insanlarin yiyebilecekleri bitkileri yetistirmeyi 6grenene kadar
avladiklari hayvanlarin etiyle beslendigini, insan viicudunun hayvan urlnlerini hazmetmeye uygun
yapida oldugunu, bitkisel Urlinlere dayali vegan beslenme rejiminin viicudun ihtiyaci olan miktarda
protein saglayamayacagini belirtmislerdi. Bazilari vegan beslenmenin sebze ve tahil yetistirmek
icin daha ¢ok toprak gerektirecedini, bunun da daha ¢ok ormanin yok olmasina sebep olacagini,
kullanilacak gibrenin de hem toprak hem de su i¢in zararl oldugunu iddia ediyorlardi.

Bu gruptaki birgok aday sirdurilebilirlik konusunda baska alternatiflerin oldugunu da hatirlatiyordu.
En iyi cevaplarda, adaylar bir adim daha giderek érnegin veganhgin ve hayvan Urunleri
tiketenlerin, Ureticiler, isciler ve tliketiciler agisindan ekonomideki etkisini de degerlendirmislerdi.

(b) Sosyal medya dolayisiyla diinyanin bir ucunda olan olaylari ayni anda 6grenebiliyoruz. Bu
durumun olumlu ve olumsuz y6nleri neler olabilir?

Bu baslik bu bélimdeki en popller ikinci segenekti. Ancak maalesef birgok adayin bu soruyu ¢ok

da dikkatli okumadan segtigi anlasiliyordu (Temel Mesaijlar 3). Soru sosyal medyanin yalnizca bir

yoénuyle ilgiliydi; dinyanin baska bir kdsesinde gerceklesen bir olaydan aninda haberdar olmamizi
saglayabilme 6zelligi.

Bu konuyu gerekli dikkati géstererek segenler bu 6zelligin olumlu ve olumsuz ydnlerini basariyla
anlatmiglardi. Olumlu yénleri olarak birgok aday, ilgilenenlerin uluslararasi yarismalardan
zamaninda haberdar olarak katilabilmelerini, haberlerin yayllmasindaki hiz sayesinde yaklasan bir
tehlikeye karsi yetkilileri uyarabilme, dnlem alabilme, yardima gereksinim olan durumlarda
yardimlari hizla organize edilebilme firsatini dile getirmisti. Turkiye'de yasanan 6 Subat 2023
depremi, sosyal medyanin hizinin getirdigi avantajlara érnek olarak birgok aday tarafindan
kullanilmisti. Adaylar, hayatta kalanlarin deprem bélgesinde neye ihtiyaglari oldugunu diinyaya bu
6zellik sayesinde hizla duyurabilmis, yardim etmek isteyenler de yine bu 6zellik sayesinde
dunyanin her yerinden kisa zamanda organize olabilmiglerdi. Covid kiiresel salgini da yine bu
yénde kullanilan iyi bir érnekti. Birgok aday konunun sosyal medyada hizla duyulmasi sayesinde
dinyanin bir¢ok yerinde salgina karsi 6nlem alinip hastalidin yayilmasinin énlendigini ve boylece
milyonlarca insanin hayatini kurtaran asi ve ilac gelistirildigini dile getirmiglerdi.
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Olumsuz yanlarina gelince, adaylar aslilsiz ya da yalan haberlerin, gercek ortaya ¢gikamadan kisiler,
gruplar hatta Ulkeler arasinda nasil dismanca hareketlere yol agabilecedini, genellikle drneklerle
aciklamislardi.

Soruyu dikkatle okumayanlar ise sosyal medyanin biitlin olumlu ve olumsuz yonlerini yazmiglardi ki
bu sorunun gerektirdigi cevap degildi.

(c) Okullarda Giniforma giyilmesinin olumlu ve olumsuz taraflarini yaziniz.

Adaylarin %39’u bu soruyu sec¢misti. Bir agiklama sorusu oldugu igin bitin adaylar okulda
Uniforma giyme zorunlulugunun hem olumlu hem de olumsuz ydnlerini belirtmislerdi.

Adaylarin tniforma zorunlulugunun olumlu yanlari olarak en ¢ok dile getirdigi iddialar sdyle
dzetlenebilir; Uniforma giymek égrencilerde sorumluluk ve disiplin duygusunu gelistirir, ilerde
Uniforma giymenin zorunlu oldugu gorevler icin hazirlar, belli markalari ve moda kiyafetleri giymek
konusunda akran baskisini ortadan kaldirir, 6grencilerin arasindaki sosyal ve ekonomik farkliliklari
orter, esitlik ve saygin bir toplulugun bir tGyesi olma duygusunu olusturur, sosyal etkinliklerde ve
spor karsilagsmalarinda 6grenciler arasinda bir dayanisma ruhunu geligtirir.

Uniforma giymenin avantajlarini savunurken bazi adaylar da égrencilerin ne giyecegine karar
verme gibi sorunu olmadidi i¢in sabahlari onlara vakit kazandirdigini, okul gezilerinde, kalabalik
ortamlarda Uniformalari sayesinde 6grencilerin kolayca taninabilecegini, ayni sekilde okul alaninda
uniformasi olmayan bir kisinin hemen fark edilecegini ve bunun giivenlik agisindan énemli
oldugunu, Gniforma olmasa kimi 6grencilerin okula, arkadaslarinin derste dikkatinin dagiimasina
sebep olacak kiyafetlerle gelebilecedi belirtmislerdi. Prestijli okullarin Gniformalarini okullarinin
reklamini yapmak icin kullandiklari da birka¢ 6grenci tarafindan ileri strtimusta.

Uniformanin olumsuz yénleri olarak en ¢ok dile getirilen iddialardan biri, Giniformalari okullarin
sattigi ve oldukga pahali olmasiydi. Bu dislinceyi ileri stiren adaylar, haftada bes gln giyildidi icin
ailelerin iki uniforma satin almak zorunda kaldigini, bunun da bir taneyi bile zorlukla alabilen bazi
aileler icin bir problem oldugunu ifade ederek gorislerini desteklemislerdi. Bazi 6grencilerin
uniformanin kendilerine yakismadigini dugtinerek asagilik kompleksi gelistirebilecegi, Uniforma
kumasinin kalitesiz olmasi nedeniyle 6grencilerin terledigi, ya da tniforma her mevsime uygun
olmadigindan dgrencilerin rahatsiz olabilecegdi ve bu sorunlarin hepsinin 6grencinin égrenimini
olumsuz etkileyecegi, herkes ayni gortiindiigu igin kimi égrencilerin, kendini bir robot ya da klon gibi,
kendi 6zgun kisilikleri yokmus gibi hissedebilecedi, genclerin ¢ok fazla kural olan yerlerde
bulunmaktan hoslanmamalari nedeniyle bu atmosferin bir parcasi olan tniformanin da gencleri
okuldan uzaklagtirabilecek unsurlardan biri oldugu, Gniformalarin égrencilerin yaraticihgini ve
kendilerini ifade edebilmelerini engelledigi ve bazi 6zel okullarin Gniformalarinin bir statii sembolu
olarak algilanmasi nedeniyle digerlerinin asagilanmig hissetmelerine sebep oldugu, tniforma
zorunlugunun olumsuz yonleri olarak dile getirilen diger konulardi.

(d) Hasankeyf ve Zeugma gibi arkeolojik degerleri olan alanlar baraj yapimindan dolayi sular
altinda kaliyor. Sizce barajlar mi, kiltiirel degerler mi daha 6nemlidir? Gerekgeleriyle
anlatiniz.

Bu tartisma konusunu adaylarin % 4,9'u segmisti. Kilttrel degerlerin daha 6nemli oldugunu
dustnen adaylar su savlari ileri sirmuslerdi. Arkeolojik kazilarla ge¢gmisi ortaya ¢ikarmak,
gunimize ve gelecege 1sik tutar. O bdlgede uzun zaman dnce yagsamis insanlarin hayatiyla ilgili;
nasil beslendikleri, hastalarini nasil tedavi ettikleri, ne tip ara¢ gere¢ kullandiklari gibi detaylari
ortaya ¢ikarmak, giinimuzun sorunlarini anlamamiza ve belki de ¢ézmemize yardim edebilir. Elde
edilen bulgular, bir hazine gibi saklanmig ve tamamiyla unutulmus bir madenin varlidinin ortaya
ctkmasi gibi kesiflere yol agabilir. Bazen bir kazi, arkeologlari ayni bélgede baska bir arkeolojik
alana yonlendirerek o bolgenin tarihinin baska bir donemine 1sik tutabilir. Aslinda arkeolojinin butiin
bulgulari bir araya getirildiginde bir bolgenin, bir Gilkenin hatta insanlk tarihi konusundaki batin
bilgileri degistiren Turkiye’deki Gébeklitepe 6rneginde oldugu gibi tim diinyanin hatira defteri
gibidir. ‘Arkeoloji galigmalari bir tahminle baslar fakat giderek bilgiye doniisiir.’ ifadesi
adaylarin ilging saptamalardan biriydi. Kultlrel degerleri arkeolojik alanlar yoluyla koruma yanlisi
olanlarin ileri sirdigu diger savlar arkeolojik alanlarin turizmi artirdigi ve bunun hem o yérede
bugiin yasayanlar hem de devlet i¢in gelir kaynagi oldugu gibi tlkenin diinyada taninmasina
katkida bulundugu idi.

Barajlarin arkeolojik alanlardan daha dnemli oldugunu savunanlar, barajlarin selleri dnlemek igin
yapildigini, baraj yapmamanin sonucunda birgok bahgenin, Gzim baginin, tarlanin, evin, vb.nin
sular altinda kalacagini ve bunun herkes igin gelir kaybi ve yeterince gida Grind Uretememe
tehlikesi anlamina geldigini, barajlarin yenilenebilir ve temiz eneriji Urettigini ve fazlasinin ihrag
edilerek Ulkeye gelir sagladigini ileri sirmusglerdir. ‘Arkeoloji gegmisle, uzun zaman 6nce bu
diinyadan go¢miis insanlarla ilgilidir, barajlar ise halen yasayan insanlarla, onlarin su
andaki yagamlari ve gelecekleri ile ilgilidir.” Bu guruptan bir adayin yaptidi ilging bir saptamaydi.

Bolim 2

(a) insanlarin yasayabilecegi baska bir gezegene tasindiginizi diisiiniin. Bu gezegende
duyduklarinizi, gérdiiklerinizi ve size hissettirdiklerini betimleyiniz.

En az sayida adayin sectigi bu konuya bazi adaylar yasadigimiz planeti nasil tikettigimizi
Ozetleyerek baslamiglardi. Bazilari yeni planete onlari tasiyan uzay aracini ve giydikleri kiyafeti
betimleyerek devam etmislerdi. Bu giris, baslik bir betimleme konusu oldudu igin, bir yolculuk
hikayesine dénmedidi surece dogru bir giris olabilir.

Kimi adaylar o planetteki giin ve gecenin uzunlugunu, mevsimleri, Dinya’yla kiyasla ne kadar
soguk ya da sicak oldugunu, bir uydunun varligi ya da yoklugu, ya da ¢evredeki baska gezegenlere
ve yildizlara mesafesi gibi bilgilerle agiklayarak, betimlemiglerdi. Renk, ses 6geleri kullanarak ve
dinyadakilere benzerliklerinin ve farkliliklarinin altini gizerek, gevreyi, bitkileri, hayvanlari,
betimlemislerdi. O gezegenin yerlilerinin ve kendilerinin gunlik hayatlarini anlatmiglardi. Konu
basligini dikkatle okuyan birgok aday yeni gezegende goérdukleri, yasadiklari her seyin onlarda
uyandirdigi duygulari ve Dlnya’daki eski glizel glinlere olan 6zlemlerini betimlemislerdi. Birkag
adaysa, bu konuyu bir éykilemeyle karistirarak, Dinya’dan ayrilislarindan o planete inislerini ve ilk
deneyimlerini bir olaylar zinciri seklinde dykulestirmisti (Temel Mesajlar 4).

(b) Bir sarayi ziyaret ettiginizi, kral ya da kralige ile tanistiginizi hayal ediniz. Cevrenizi ve
gorduklerinizi tim renkleri, sesleri, kokusu ve size hissettirdikleriyle betimleyiniz.

Adaylarin %26’sinin segtigi bu baslikta bazilari, cevabin betimleyici bir metin gerektirdigini goéz ardi
ederek, nasil ya da neden saraya davet edildiklerinin hik&yesini anlatmiglardi. Yazilarinda sarayin,
kraligenin ya da kralin betimlemesi de vardi ama genelde bir 6ykiileme metni yazmiglardi. Ote
yandan birgok aday kraliyet bahgesine agilan ylksek kapidaki islemelerle baslayip, bahgedeki
ciceklerin kokusu, renkleri, kuslarin ve havuzlardaki fiskiyelerden gelen suyun sesi, sarayin iginde
yukselen cift tarafli merdivenler, kraliyet ailesinin atalarinin duvarlardaki portreleri, kral ve veya
kralicenin giysileri, hizmetkarlarin tavirlari, tath ve meyvelerle dolu maslari ve bitiun bunlarin
kendilerinde yarattigi, kimisi hayranlik dolu kimisi ise bu satafati onaylamadidi icin olumsuz
duygularini da ekleyerek ¢ok basarili betimlemeler yazmiglardi. Her iki durumda da onlara not
kazandiran betimlemelerinde kullandiklar dilin niteligi ve betimlemenin kapsamiydi.

(c) Bir arkadasinizin dogum giiniine davet edildiniz fakat arkadasiniz hari¢ kimseyi
tanimiyorsunuz. Partinin bagindan sonuna kadar yasadiklarinizi hikayelestirerek anlatiniz.

Adaylarin %2,6’sinin segtigi bu baslik, birgok aniy tetiklemis olacak ki cevaplarin gogu gayet
detayli bir bicimde bu partiyi yansitiyordu. Adaylar genelde partiye nasil hazirlanildigini anlatarak
baslamiglar, ne giydiklerini, yas giinu i¢in nasil hediye aldiklarini ve kimseyi tanimamanin sebep
oldugu endiseyi dile getirmiselerdi. Kimi eve kalbi kirik ddnmis ve yazisinda gayet detayh bir
sekilde nedenlerini dykulemisti. Kimisi i¢in parti korktugu gibi gitmemis, aksine ¢ok edlenmis, yeni
arkadas/lar edinmisg, hatta bazilari partinin bittigini bile fark etmedigini ifade etmisti.

(d) “Verdigim en iyi kararmis.’ iginde bu ciimlenin gectigi bir hikaye yaziniz.

Bu baslik Béliim 2’nin en populer segenegi idi. Genelde adaylarin bu segimi bilingli bir sekilde
yaptigi oykulerinden belli oluyordu.

Cogu sunlara benzer ifadelerle igeriyordu. ‘insanin hayatinin nasil bir anda altiist olacagini
anlamasi icin bdyle bir deneyim yasamasi gerek!’, ‘Her kararin hi¢ beklenmedik gelismelere yol
acabilecegdini kavramak ne kadar 6nemli!”

Bazi fantastik dykiilerin yani sira gayet gercekgi olanlari da vardi. Ornegin ‘arkadas olarak kimi
secmeli, personel, bileti alinmis kediyi ucaga alamayacaklarini sdyleyince ugaga binmemek sonra
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da ucgagin dustigind 6grenmek (can kaybi olmamis), otobls beklerken iliklerine kadar i1slanmis
geng adami gérmezden gelmek yerine, onu igeri davet etmeye karar verip bir fincan kahve ikram
etmek sonra da bir otomobilin az dnce geng adamin bekledidi duraga daldigina sahit olup birlikte
arabanin surlcusinl gikarmak ve bdylece iki hayat kurtarmak.

Oykiilerin gcogunda akis gayet diizenliydi ve B6liim 2 basliklarina uygun bir dil kullaniimisti.
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
